Dear Commissioners, Dear Ministers, 

 

One of the greatest achievements of the European project is the EU single market based on the 

free movement of workers, goods, capital and services. The extent of interdependency, to 

which economies of the EU Member States have grown over the years, is particularly visible 

in frontier areas. 

The outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic resulted in reinstatement of border control at the 

internal borders between many Member States. Furthermore, some governments have also 

introduced compulsory quarantine periods for persons arriving to their territory. 

On March 16, 2020, the European Commission presented special guidelines setting out 

principles for an integrated approach to an effective border management to protect health while 

preserving the integrity of the single market - “COVID-19. Guidelines for border management 

measures to protect health and ensure the availability of goods and essential services”.  



 

 
 

 

- Principle n. 23 states that Member States should permit and facilitate the crossing of 

frontier workers, in particular but not only those working in the health care and food sector, 

and other essential services (e.g. child care, elderly care, critical staff for utilities) to ensure 

continued professional activity.  

- Principle no. 25 asks Member States, and in particular neighbouring Member States, 

for close cooperation and coordination at EU level to ensure effectiveness and proportionality 

of the measures taken.  

Further guidelines in this area - “Guidelines concerning the exercise of the free movement of 

workers during COVID-19 outbreak” - were issued by the European Commission on March 

30, 2020. In this document, the European Commission calls on the Member States to allow 

frontier and posted workers to continue crossing their borders to their workplace, if work in the 

sector concerned is still allowed in the host Member State. 

However, guidelines issued by the Commission are not binding and some Member States have 

not implemented them. It has resulted, inter alia, in a very difficult situation of frontier workers 

living and working in the border areas of Czechia, Germany and Poland. As a result of a 

compulsory 14-day quarantine for everyone crossing the border to Poland, tens of thousands 

of people have been prevented from going to work, were forced to relocate, or even lost their 

jobs. It should be noted that, according to Eurostat data from 2018, Polish frontier workers are 

the largest group of such workers in the EU. According to the data of the Czech Statistical 

Office, as many as 47,5 thousand Poles worked in 2018 in Czechia, many of them from directly 

neighbouring Silesia. 

Preventing tens of thousands of frontier workers in the border areas between Czechia, Germany 

and Poland from commuting to work has also resulted in acute work force shortages in 

institutions and businesses in the host Member States - in various sectors, from health care and 

nursing facilities to retail and logistics. Some of them are on the verge of bankruptcy; some 

have had to considerably scale down their activities. 

This situation is not acceptable - European citizens must be allowed to work and functioning 

of businesses must be secured in line with the rules of the European single market.
